To see off the French
by almost a 50 point margin was a wonder to behold, given the struggles we
have had against the same opponent in past World Cups.

I did not attend the semifinal vs the Springboks at Twickenham. What an epic
battle that was with our boys coming through in a titanic struggle 20-18.

I just had to be at the final. What an occasion. What an atmosphere. And
what a game! The clash lived up to the pre-match hype. When the Wallabies
staged their comeback from 3-21 down, I, for one, was pleased. Sure, it
would have been nice and comforting to see the All Blacks take command
from that stage. But it would have done the tournament, the game and the
crowd a disservice. The drama that ensued and the steely resolve by the All
Blacks, led by the wonderful Richie McCaw and the brilliant Dan Carter, to
recapture control and go on and complete a thoroughly deserved victory,
was breathtaking to behold.

What can we say about this wonderful All Blacks team? They have been
brilliantly led by the coaching and management team. Steve Hansen has
been a revelation as head coach. His leadership, his wit, his down-to-earth
Kiwi persona, have captured our hearts. Wayne Smith was always going to
be a great addition, lan Foster and Grant Fox, the master tacticians we know
they are. Darren Shand and Gilbert Enoka have been superb managers with
Gilbert leading the mental skills. The rest of the management team have all
played their parts expertly. | had the great pleasure of travelling with the
team during my Presidency of NZRU and can vouch for their diligence and
expertise.

Let me also mention the contributions of a number of our esteemed
members, Sir Ted, Steve Tew and Brent Impey and the NZRU board for their
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valuable contributions in laying the foundations.

It was very emotional to witness the final hurrah of some of the games
greats such as Richie McCaw, Dan Carter, Keven Mealamu. Tony Woodcock,
Conrad Smith and Ma’a Nonu. How can we ever repay those guys for their
contributions to All Blacks rugby and the memories they have left us with?
Somany of the other players made huge contributions to the final outcome.
The performance of the team, both on and off the field, was brilliant. The
public relations were superb. They covered themselves in glory and made
us all extremely proud to be Kiwis.

Are they the best All Blacks team of all time?

The Originals of 1905 and the Invincibles of 1924 only lost one game
between them and created the legacy, the great teams of the 1960s were
unbeaten for a long time, the first Grand Slammers of 1978 made history.
The first RWC winners in 1987 remained unbeaten for the next few years
and the first team to win a series in South Africa in 1996 were fine teams
and created history as well.

The All Blacks of the last decade since 2005, other than one glitch in 2007,
have won Grand Slams in 2005 and 2008, retained the Bledisloe Cup
throughout the period, won many Rugby Championships, and have now
won two Rugby World Cups back-to-back. It would be a brave man who
suggested that they were not.

I can hardly believe that my term as President of our great club is about
to come to an end. | would like to thank you sincerely for the honour and
privilege you bestowed upon me.

RAY REARDON

Ray Reardon has proven, over many
years, his passion and unconditional support for rugby.

Even in his “late 70s", the Mt Maunganui man acts as a
rallying point for Barbarians in the Bay of Plenty region and
in Counties Manukau and Waikato, where he played his rep
rugby in the 1960s. He has been a prominent presence at
the two Bay of Plenty fun days in 2014-15, though he pays
tribute to the sterling work of Ron Williams and his team.

Reardon is also a member of the Waikato-based Harlequins
and was previously a Centurions member when he was
living in Wellington.

“I'm a staunch advocate of the role the Barbarians and
those clubs play in the community. | do whatever | can to
assist in the development of the game at large. Our game
is much bigger than simply bursting with pride at what the
All Blacks have achieved,” said Reardon.

“I don’t get up to the clubrooms as regularly as I'd like, but
| was there for the Barbarians-Maori game (in July).

In his successful playing days, he was a hooker or prop and
appeared for, at first, the Manurewa club, and Counties. He
became great mates with Pat Walsh, and spoke at the late,
great Barbarian’s funeral in 2007. He also won selection in
the Maori All Blacks.

Transferring to Hamilton in 1964, Reardon played for
Waikato, alongside former Barbarians secretary John
Cresswell, and then found himself in the capital in 1967.

He took the Hutt Old Boys seniors for several seasons before
trying his hand at administration with the Wellington
union. Back to Auckland, he did his time with the Counties
union before retiring to Mt Maunganui with wife June
some 15 years ago.

Reardon worked for the Hurricane Wire and Pel Electric
companies.

He still gets along to Bay Park Stadium at the Mount to
follow the fortunes of the Bay of Plenty Steamers in the
ITM Cup.
