DEATHS OF MEMBERS

John McCullough

(1921-2010)

Famous for wearing shorts all year
round, John McCullough was a
stalwart of Auckland’s Marist club and
served on the Auckland Rugby Union
management committee, operating
as manager of the rep side which took
the Ranfurly Shield off Canterbury in
1971. Not to be confused with the
1959 All Black of the same name.

Morrie McHugh

(1917-2010)

At his recent death, Maurice McHugh
had been the oldest surviving All
Black after the mid-year passing of
Eric Tindill.

McHugh led a most extraordinary life
and his All Blacks’ career in 1946 and
49 was only a very small part of his
full and varied life as an army medical
officer (he was a POW in the Second
World War) boxer and philanthropist.
